PARKING IN MANLY
If you are not staying in Manly for the IYTA Convention in September and are choosing to drive your car to Manly then you may want to take some time to plan your parking. 

Please note that for all of the Manly CBD and up towards Balgowlah (Sydney Road) parking is restricted.  

All of the residential areas in and around Manly and up towards Balgowlah require residential parking permits for all day parking. The maximum parking time for these areas is 2hours.  You will get booked!


Your main options are:

1)  NOVOTEL MANLY PACIFIC

The Novotel Manly Pacific has limited spaces for parking in their building and gives first preference to their guests.  However, if there are spaces available then the cost per day to park is $18.


2)  EARLY BIRD PARKING IN MANLY NATIONAL CARPARK ON CENTRAL AVE

The Manly National Carpark on Central Ave is the only council carpark which has early bird parking.   THIS IS ONLY FOR WEEKDAYS, NOT SATURDAY AND SUNDAY.
The cost is $25 for the day if you are in by 9am and out after 4.30pm 

(please note there are two council carparking stations on this street, The Manly National Carpark is a blue building in a one way street, there is also Pacific Waves council carpark which is NOT early bird parking)


3)  ALL OTHER COUNCIL CARPARKS

There are three other council carparks. (Whistler St, Wentworth St, and Central Ave) which charge the following:

2hours – free

2-3 hours = $7
3-4 hours = $20
4-5 hours = $35
5 –7 hours =$45

3) PARK IN AND AROUND WOODLAND STREET, BALGOWLAH AND THEN CATCH THE 
HOP, SKIP AND JUMP FREE COMMUNITY BUS DOWN TO MANLY


Your best option is to find some parking (all day parking) in the residential areas in and around Woodland St (this street runs off Sydney Road (Porters Liquor Store is on the left and a Doctors Surgery on the right side) and catch the Hop, Skip and Jump bus from outside of Stocklands Balgowlah (Condamine St – it is the next street down towards Manly from Woodland St) to Manly CBD.
